The citizens of the village of Rumaneh suffer on daily basis from the lack of side roads and traffic lights; in addition to that the roads are already narrow. The implications of these conditions are severe, in that children and adults, less often, are continuously run-over and suffer serious injuries, and the community have minimal knowledge about their rights and methodologies that they can use to acquire their rights. For these reasons, 21 8th grade students in Rumaneh Elementary School for Girls decided to take the necessary steps to eliminate this problem after participating in the “Project Citizen”. Firstly, they researched relevant legal documents to acquire a strong rationale, and found that level laws in the Palestinian Basic Law and the Palestinian Traffic Law support their argument of deserving a safe communal environment; thereafter, they suggested several alternatives and decided that the most appropriate one would be to place traffic lights in the village. In order to implement the placement of traffic lights the girls approached all stakeholders, gathered signatures from the community to endorse their claim, gained the support of the local kindergarten and school, and held campaigns to increase the awareness of the parents. The accomplishments of this project were two-fold; at the level of the students’ they acquired dialogue skills, communication skills, and disseminating communal awareness to the community; for the school, this project presented the opportunity for collaboration between the school and the community, and pedestrian lines were added to ensure the safety of the children.
